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The first item on the Consent Agenda begins with the following:

The City Charter requires sealed competitive bidding of commodities that
individually or aggregately exceed $10,000 in one fiscal year. The Charter also
requires a waiver if it is in the best interest of the City to not competitively bid a
product or service.

The list of vendors provided to Council does not include any engineering firms.

Has Council ever approved an engineering contract for road construction work as part of
the Consent Agenda or the regular Agenda?

Has Council ever reviewed Engineering contracts related to road construction?
Does Council know who negotiates these contacts and who approves the contacts?

Does Council believe it appropriate the use the same engineering firm to set the bid
specifications and then to approve the work?

Is Council aware that over $500,000.00 in contracts were signed with one engineering firm
for road work in the Independence Commons SAD and hundreds of thousands of dollars

of extras were approved?

Is Council aware that the engineering firm that performed the work in Independence
Commons added 200% overhead for each labor dollar?

Perhaps Council should order a thorough independent review of all engineering awards
beginning with the work in Independence Commons.

PUBLIC QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS

City Clerk Pam Smith read the following comments into the record from County Commissioner Marcia
Gershenson:
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County Executive Dave Coulter announced with Oakland
Schools Superintendent Wanda Cook Robinson the “Oakland
Together School Nurse initiative” to provide students, parents,
teachers and staff the confidence they need to return to
school safely in the fall. With the support of The Board of
Commissioners, our County Health Departments will staff
dozens of school nurses in order to help implement best
practices for preventing the spread of COVID-19.

Also, We have allocated 10 million to help non profits resume
services that were severely impacted by the Pandemic. The
application period has closed and we are working with United
Way to administer this fund. Money is available to non profits
that provide vital services such a s food, shelter, health care
and financial assistance to Oakland County residents.

In addition, the County is partnering with Michigan Works and
the Oakland Livingston Human Service agency (OLHSA)

to provide free, confidential financial coaching to county
residents impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic.

Coaches will work with clients to asses their financial
wellness, identify budget goals and solutions, and create
customized action plans for them to use. Coaches will remain
in close contact to monitor residents progress and help them
return to enhanced financial security.

Thre are so many good things happening to rebuild our
economy and workforce. Oakland County Michigan Works
announce their “Summer Young Professionals Program”
which gives residents 18-24 the opportunity to earn a FREE
industry recognized certification for a job, a cash bonus and a
laptop computer upon certification. Eligibility is determined on
several factors and on a case to case basis. For more
information contact the Michigan Works office nearest you.

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Eugene Greenstein, Olde Franklin, commented on the exemplary service provided by the Police
Department. He suggested that Council make a strong statement in support of the Police Department.

Mayor Barnett mentioned the proclamation passed by Council a few weeks ago on racial relations at
which time Council pointed out that Farmington Hills has an award-wining Police Department and what a
great service they provide.

William Lewis, Kilreigh Drive, commented on the email and photos provided to City Council showing
blight at a home on his street. He added that the home looks to be vacant and he is concerned with the
minimum ordinance requirements the city has regarding blight and allowing the home to sit in this
condition for so long.

Mayor Pro-Tem Knol requested having a study session on this issue and discussing the ordinances and
process of enforcement and what other communities in the area are doing to address this issue.

Sue Burnstein-Kahn, resident, echoed Mr. Greenstein’s comments regarding the Police Department and
thanked them for their service.

Linda Stolberg, resident, expressed her support and appreciation of the Police Department and their
service and called upon continued funding and community support. She encouraged other community

members to show their support by letter or stopping by to let them know they are valued and appreciated.

Mayor Barnett also acknowledged the service of the Fire Department and acknowledged that the
firefighters are 100% life-support trained.

Mayor Barnett read the following letter into the record from resident Simon Cohen:
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Mz, Smith and City Council,

[ am extremely proud of the community I have found here in Farmington Hills for the past year,
and there are many aspects of life in Michigan that are the best of the two very different worlds [
grew up in and went to college in. This is an issue that is near and dear to my heart, as I have fallen
in love with the natural beauty the state offers. The idea of my community's waste needlessly
despoiling the wonder around us is nauseating to me. Additionally, recycling offers economical
benefits to the community and the world at large. T also believe that good stewardship of the
environment is fundamental to the Michigan way of life I have been shown.

[ have already contacted the complex administration and they responded saying they used to offer
recycling, but "ir didn't work well”. They offered an identical dumpster to the one currently present
1o collect garbage, and were surprised to find that tenants used it to dispose of garbage as well.
Their response was to issue fines to the transgressing tenants instead of trying to assist correct
disposal. After a period of time, they ceased offering the service at all. They have continued to
systematically stonewall efforts to have a discussion about this issue.

I do not believe the guardianship of the environment should be left to the whims of large
corporations, whose management does not reside in the same neighborhood, particularly when local
government has the authority to make a positive change in the waorld. 1 ask that you put easy access
to recyeling services for every member of the community into legislation.

Easy access to recycling services would include, at the minimum, a receptacle for paper and plastic
next to each garbage can or dumpster collected. The idea of hauling a single household's worth of
waste to a recycling facility with a car is antithetical to the idea of environmental care. Using a car
in this manner also clogs the streets with unnecessary traffic. If the city cannot or will not supply
this access, requiring it is an easy first step.

Mot providing or requiring this service is playing directly into the hands of large financial interests
that control the complexes in Farmington Hills at the expense of those of us that live here. and the
state of the environment that we and our kids will grow up in.

Discussion was held on the process that it would take to change street names and the potential financial
effect this could have on hundreds of residents.

PUBLIC HEARING AND CONSIDERATION OF THE INTRODUCTION OF AN ORDINANCE

COUNTY REGARDING THE OAKLAND TOGETHER CARES ACT CVT FUND. CMR 6-20-73
Gary Mekjian, Assistant City Manager, explained that in response to the COVID-19 pandemic, Oakland
County has received $30 million from the United States Department of Treasury as part of the emergency
funding relief outlined in the CARES Act. The funding is available to all Oakland County communities
in an effort to reimburse them for covid-related expenses that were not part of their adopted budget as of
March 27, 2020. Applications must be submitted to the County no later than November 30, 2020 and
City Council approval of the proposed Interlocal Agreement is required to participate in the program.
The agreement has been reviewed by the City Attorney as to form and content.
